Posting scores after completion of the round

For all competitions, the Committee should announce who is responsible for posting scores for handicap purposes and
whether the score will be identified by the letter “C” when posted. It is strongly recommended that scores are posted on the
day of play to be included in the daily playing conditions calculation (PCC).

In formats in which all players are required to hole out, such as individual stroke play, the USGA recommends that the
Committee posts scores for all players. In formats, such as match play or four-ball stroke play, where holing out is not
always required under the Rules of Golf, players should post their own scores for handicap purposes. When such formats
are played, the Committee should provide instructions on how to apply most likely score when a hole is started but not
completed for a valid reason (See Rule 3.3 of the Rules of Handicapping).
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
